Candidates experience a gradual process of conversion
and spiritual formation through times of prayer, study, reflection, faith sharing, ongoing discernment, and participation in
the life of the parish. The rite involves four elements: Word/Scripture, Worship/Liturgy, Community, and Service. Classes
are forming now to begin sometime in November 2023 and end approximately April 2024. This ministry is for those who
want to become Catholic and/or those who need to complete the Sacraments, such as Confirmation. Classes consist of
meeting for 2 hours on a weekly basis with Father Aubuchon.
